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The video titled “Understanding Research Findings Part 2: Research Designs” “co-relational research provides clear information about the association between two or more variables”. Findings can establish a variable starting point to researchers beginning to explore the subject” (Institute of Education Sciences, 2015). This form of research is particularly important for non-profit organizations in that, an investigation of the relationship between satisfied volunteers and generous contributions might be undertaken. By doing this kind of research, organizations may learn how they can better serve their volunteers. Correlational studies may also provide light on the characteristics (including volunteerism, a clear goal statement, and high-quality services) that contribute to an organization's overall efficacy. According to (Office of Research & Doctoral Services, 2015), “as a practitioner, reality testing requires that the scholar follows up on the impact of their work and find out if there are making the difference they wish to make”. This is useful in the non-profit which specialize in research and development in various fields especially in public service delivery. It is required that the management not on performs research and provide recommendations, they should also assess the performance of their contribution to the public sector. This can be performed through follow up enquiries with the targeted group. According to Free to Choose Network (2018), “high degrees of social trust allow welfare state to persist for a very long time because people do not cheat on taxes or benefits”. Social trust is a critical component for global non-profits organizations which provide services and aid through governmental institutions. The existence of high social trust allows them to collect analyze and make accurate decisions on the impact of their donations. On the other hand, high social trust in the fields of operations for the non-profit organizations would help the management in gaining more sponsorship and donations from both local and global parties. 
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
