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It is true that no one would notice any different thing about Neandertals due to their similarities with the modern man in terms of appearance, the lathe nose, and short and sticky bodies which would not be easily noticed when they dressed up in the clothes. Thus, in terms of physical attributes, they would not differ significantly from the modern human. Similarly, Shipman (2008) mentioned that the behaviors of the Neandertals were not different from that of humans. In essence, similar modes of brain and cognitive development influenced the integration of the Neandertals and modern human, which consequently resulted in introgression (Ponce de León et al., 2016). Thus, based on the physical features, the difference would not have been noticed during an encounter on BART, while the similarities in the behavioral pattern mean those there behaviors would not have been different from the modern-day human.
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
