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1. What was the Persuasive Organization/Structure?
The speaker used the problem-solution organizational structure. Notably, the author provides the extent of the problem using statistical data to support the view that over 8,666 deaths are caused by teenage drivers. These problems are caused by a lack of experience and dangerous and reckless driving (COM212SNHU, 2022). Hence, the intersection of various variables creates young driving that causes road traffic accidents. In order to address this problem, the speaker provided a solution in the form of raising the driving age from 16 years and receiving a driving license at age 18. Also, part of the solution includes banning teenage driving at night and restricting the number of teenage passengers. Hence, the problem-solution approach is used to structure the speech.
