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The phrase All that glitters isn't gold warns against making a decision based on the data accrued from the face value. Some things and people might seem desirable or poses outstanding features, but in reality, the attractiveness is not impressive as initially thought.

The choice for the word "All that glitters isn't gold" is driven by past experience and my understanding of the nature of human interaction. In essence, humans are social and tend to exchange information through verbal and nonverbal means. This pattern of communication helps derive meaning, interact, open up to others, and share personal and confidential information. Across all domains of life, contact with humans requires trust, honesty, and truthfulness as the building blocks. In the aforementioned phrase, the analogy of gold has been used to reflect the desirable qualities that people ascribe and would like to associate with such values due to the "glitter." Most of the time, we encounter people with outstanding physical attributes, appearance, well-dressed, respectful, and helpful. Based on this feature, such people seem to be attractive, and one would be mistaken to trust such individuals. However, over time real traits come into play and beneath the attractiveness lies a human with sinister motives. 

Similarly, when making purchases some products or pricing tend to be attractive at face value. This attractiveness informs the decision-making based on the first impression. However, after making the purchase due to the outward appearance, one realizes that the product is faulty or has poor standards. Thus, the phrase "All that glitters isn't gold" was selected since it aligns with past experience and acts as a reminder to always analyze people and things from different perspectives.
